Re: Occupancy of Apartment by Roommate

Dear: Tenant:

Section 235(f) of the NYS Real Property Law commonly called the “Roommate Law” provides, in part, that you may occupy the unit with your roommate.  Please note that in accordance with paragraph no. Six (6) of that same section, your additional occupant shall not acquire any right to continued occupancy in the event that you vacate the unit nor shall such occupants acquire any other rights of tenancy.  As an accommodation to you and to simplify our mutual record keeping, we shall, if you desire, accept payments from either any tenant or this occupant.  Such acceptance, however, shall not confer or create any additional tenancy rights and is merely an accommodation.  If you wish us to accept payments from your roommate, please sign and return one copy of this letter.


Should your roommate vacate, please advise us of such event so that we might keep our records current.
